Main Game
To play the Main Game, first scratch off all of the coatingin the Your 20 '
Letters Section to reveal twenty Play Symbols (the "Your 20 Letters").

Then, scratch only those lettersin the Word Grid that match the Your Letters You have revealed under the coatingin the
Your 20 Letters Section. You will, providing the requirements of the Rules and these Procedures are met, wina Prize if,
after scratching off the coating of the letters in the Word Grid that match the Your 20 Letters, You reveal three or more
complete words under the coatinginthe Word Grid Section (the "Winning Words"). The Prize will be the Prize shownin
the Prize Table for the corresponding number of Winning Words revealed under the coating in the Word Grid.
